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Letter of Intent for Academic and Research Cooperation
Between

The University of Information and Communication Technology / Republic of J
Iraq

and

Imam Reza International University/ Islamic Republic of Iran




This Letter of Intent (LOI) is made between the University of Information Technology and
Communications (UOITC), Baghdad, Iraq, and Imam Reza International University, Mashhad,
Iran. The purpose of this LOI is to express the mutual interest and intent of both parties to establish
a framework for academic and research cooperation, which will promote knowledge exchange,
scientific advancement, and institutional development.

Article 1

Both parties intend to cooperate in the following areas:

Curriculum development and modernization to reflect global academic standards and
innovations.

Exchange of expertise and resources for the establishment and enhancement of academic
and research laboratories.

Exchange of faculty members, including visiting professorships and academic supervision.
Participation in conferences, including contributions as researchers, organizers, and peer
reviewers.

Collaborative scientific publishing in journals published by either institution.

Focused cooperation in Artificial Intelligence (AI), including applied research and
academic training.

Organization of joint academic events such as workshops, seminars, and training courses.
Other mutually agreed-upon forms of collaboration that may arise in the future.

Article 2

Both parties will designate focal points responsible for coordination and communication.
Periodic reviews will be conducted to assess progress and explore opportunities for
expansion of collaboration.

Article 3

Both parties commit to respecting each other's intellectual property rights, including
joint research and software systems, and shall not use or reproduce such property
without prior written consent.

Each party retains ownership of its intellectual property and grants the other a non-
revocable license for internal teaching and research use, as agreed.

For jointly developed intellectual property, ownership shall be shared based on
respective contributions, and commercial use requires mutual written agreement.

Article 4

This LOI shall be considered valid and effective until both institutions obtain the required official
approvals. Once such approvals are secured, the parties agree to proceed with the formal signing

of a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) to govern the implementation of the agreed-upon
collaboration activities in detail.




Article 5

Subject to Article 3, this LOI shall remain effective for a period of three (3) years from the date
of signing and may be extended upon mutual written agreement between both parties.

Article 6

Financial and administrative matters are agreed upon through direct contact between the two
parties. They are enhanced in writing, taking into consideration that the details, as outlined in the
agreements or annexes, which contain all the agreed-upon items, including costs, timetable, and
predicted output, should be implemented by both parties and considered an integral part of this
LOL

Article 7

It is not permissible to change, amend, reconsider, or add provisions to this LOI without the written i
consent of both parties during its validity period. Any such changes will become an integral part - 44 4.
of the LOI and take effect according to the same procedures outlined in the LOL

This LOI was signed in Baghdad, Iraq, on the date mentioned below and prepared in two original
copies in English and Arabic, each of which shall be equally valid. Both parties affirm their
readiness to proceed in good faith to transform this intent into concrete actions that benefit both
institutions and their academic communities. In case of any divergence in interpretation, the
English text shall prevail.
